*As of Feb. 11, Virginia ranks second nationally in free throw
percentage (81.7) and personal fouls per game (12.6), third in
turnovers per game (9.5), sixth in scoring defense (59.4), eighth
in 3-point field goal percentage (39.5), 11th in assist/turnover
ratio (1.5), and 18th in field goal percentage (49.5).

-UVA is 8-0 at home (5-0 in league play).

- Sam Hauser is the reigning ACC Player of the Week after averag-
ing 20.5 points and 5.5 rebounds in a pair of UVA victories.

HOO ARE THESE CAVALIERS?

- Kihei Clark, Sam Hauser and Jay Huff lead the Cavaliers into
action vs. North Carolina.

- Clark, who has handed out six or more assists in six contests,
has averaged 10 points and team-high 4.6 assists.

- Hauser leads the team in scoring (14.9 ppg) and rebounding
(7.2 rpg), and is shooting 52.2 percent from the field, 42.4
percent from 3-point range and 84 percent from the foul line.

- Huff leads the team in blocked shots (2.4 bpg) and is second
in scoring (13.2 ppg) and rebounding (6.4 rpg).

-Trey Murphy 11l (11.5 ppg) leads UVA in free throw shooting
(89.7%) and 3-point shooting (48.1%), and is second with 37
3-pointers.

- Reece Beekman has a team-high 24 steals, 45 assists and 50
rebounds.

-Tomas Woldetensae (43.2 3FG%) provides bench scoring, while
Casey Morsell (5.3 ppg) is UVASs top perimeter defender.

- Justin McKoy (3.4 ppg and 2.8 rpg) and Kadin Shedrick (3.1
ppg & 2.6 rpg) have added depth, while Kody Stattmann (4.7
ppg, 2.3 rpg) remains sidelined with a non-COVID-19 related
cardiac issue.

-Virginia has scored 70 or more points in 10 games (9-1) and
its 71.4 points per game are tied for the most under Tony Ben-
nett (71.4 ppg in 2018-19).

- UVA is shooting 49.5 percent from the field, best since 49.6
percent in 1986-87.

- UVA's 89 points against Towson were its most since scoring 100
against Marshall during the 2018-19 season.

- UVA ranks second nationally in free throw percentage (81.7%),
eighth in 3-point field goal percentage (39.5%) and 18th in field
goal percentage (49.5%).

- UVA's 81.7 percent free throw shooting is its best in school
history.

-UVA is 59-131 all-time vs. UNC in the series that began in
1910-11.

-UVA is 36-44 all-time against the Tar Heels in Charlottesville,
including a 6-4 mark at John Paul Jones Arena.

- UVAs six-game winning streak in the series is its longest in the
series since winning the first eight games between the teams
from 1911-16.

- The Cavaliers have won eight of the last nine regular-season
meetings between the teams, including a two-game sweep last
season (56-47 at JPJ and 64-62 at Smith Center).

-UVA'is 7-3 in its last 10 games against UNC.

-Tony Bennett is 11-8 all-time vs. North Carolina, including a loss
as head coach of Washington State in the 2008 NCAA Sweet 16.

LAST TIME VS. THE TAR HEELS

-Tomas Woldetensae buried a 3-pointer with 0.8 seconds
remaining to lift Virginia to a 64-62 win at North Carolina on
Feb. 15, 2020.

-Woldetensae drilled six 3-pointers to finish with a team-high
18 points.

- Mamadi Diakite added 15 points and Kihei Clark and Casey
Morsell chipped in 10 points each as UVA won back-to-back
road contests at North Carolina for the first time.

- UVA outscored UNC 17-0 in bench points, led by Morsell (10),
Francisco Caffaro (4) and Kody Stattmann (3).

- Cole Anthony led the Tar Heels with a game-high 20 points and
Armando Bacot had a game-high 16 rebounds.

- UVA shot 44.4 percent, including 42.9 percent from 3-point
range (9 of 21).

LAST TIME OUT

- Kihei Clark scored all 14 of his points in the second half to
guide No. 9 Virginia to a 57-49 win at Georgia Tech on Feb. 10.
-Trey Murphy Il led Virginia with 18 points and Jay Huff contrib-
uted six points, nine rebounds and four blocked shots.

- Sam Hauser added eight points, 10 rebounds and season-high
five assists for the Cavaliers (14-3, 10-1 ACC).

- Dean and Markel Families Head Men’s Basketball Coach Tony
Bennett has a 291-99 (.746) mark in 12 seasons at Virginia
and 360-132 (.732) career mark in 15 seasons.

- The three-time National and four-time ACC Coach of the Year led
the Cavaliers to their eighth straight season with 23 or more wins
in 2019-20.

-In 2018-19, Bennett led the Cavaliers to their first NCAA na-
tional championship, a share of their ninth ACC regular-season
title and school-record 35 wins.

+ Bennett became the 80th active Division | head coach to win
his 300th career game against Marshall on Dec. 31, 2018.

- Bennett was named the USBWA Henry Iba National Coach of
the Year for the third time in 2018 to rank second all-time be-
hind legendary John Wooden, who captured the award six times.
+He has led UVA to outright ACC regular-season and tournament
championships in the same season two times (2014 and 2018).
- Bennett guided UVA to six straight NCAA Tournament appear-
ances from 2014-19 for the first time in school history and has
led UVA to 29 or more wins in five of the past seven seasons.

+ Bennett is the sixth coach in ACC history to win at least three
outright ACC regular-season titles (Frank McGuire, Vic Bubas,
Dean Smith, Mike Krzyzewski and Roy Williams).

- Bennett has led UVA to a school-best 16 or more ACC wins in
four of the last six seasons and a school-record eight straight
seasons with 11 or more ACC wins.

+He has led UVA to a school-best nine straight 20-win seasons.
- Bennett guided UVA to a school-record 89 wins over three
seasons two times (2014-16,2017-19 & 2018-20).

- Bennett led UVA to nine consecutive postseason appearances
(2012-19) and six consecutive NCAA tournaments (2014-19).

- Hauser has reached double figures in 15 games, including a
season-high 23 points vs. Pitt, 22 points vs. Georgia Tech, 21 vs.
Syracuse, 19 points against Towson and 18 at NC State.

+ Hauser registered three straight double-doubles (13 points &
10 rebounds at Notre Dame, 16 points & 11 rebounds vs. Wake
Forest and 17 points and 10 rebounds at Boston College).
Hauser has made 22 of his last 41 3-point attempts, including
a career-high tying seven against the Orange.

 Murphy Il transferred to Virginia from Rice after the 2019-20
season and received his NCAA waiver on Nov. 24.

 Murphy Ill had a game-high 21 points in his UVA debut, record-
ing his eighth career 20-point effort and tying a career-high with
six 3-pointers off the bench.

 Murphy Ill, who has reached double figures in eight games, led
the Cavaliers with 18 points at Georgia Tech and tied for team
high with 18 at NC State.

 Murphy leads UVA in free throw shooting (89.7%) and 3-point
shooting (48.1%), and is second with 37 3-pointers.
