- No. 21 Virginia (16-6, 12-4) concludes its regular season at
Louisville (13-5, 8-4 ACC) on Saturday, March 6.

-Virginia has earned a top-2 seed at the 2021 ACC Tournament
and can clinch the No. 1 seed with a win over Louisville and
Florida State loss at Notre Dame.

- As of March 4, Virginia ranks third nationally in personal fouls
per game (12.9), turnovers per game (9.5) and free throw
percentage (80.4%), fifth in scoring defense (60.2), eighth in
3-point field goal percentage (39.2%), 14th in assist/turnover
ratio (1.47) and 30th in field goal percentage (48%).

ALL-TIMEVS. LOUISVILLE

-Virginia is 16-5 all-time vs. Louisville in a series that began in
1923-24.

-The Cavaliers and Cardinals split a two-game series last season
dropping an 80-73 decision at KFC Yum! Center and claiming a
57-54 win at John Paul Jones Arena.

+UVA is 10-2 vs. the Cardinals in ACC action.

-The Cavaliers are 4-2 vs. the Cardinals in Louisville.

- UVA has held Louisville to 59 or fewer points in nine of 13
contests since the Cardinals joined the ACC in 2014-15.

-Tony Bennett is 11-2 vs. Louisville as head coach at Virginia.

LAST TIME VS. THE CARDINALS

- Mamadi Diakite had 17 points and eight rebounds to lead
then-No. 22 Virginia to a 57-54 win over then-No. 10 Louisville
on March 7,2020.

-The game was the last for both teams in 2019-20 as the ACC
and NCAA tournaments were canceled due to the pandemic.

- Kihei Clark added 18 points, five rebounds and five assists

as UVA earned its 15th league win and No. 2 seed in the ACC
Tournament.

-Virginia led 31-24 at the half, but needed a Clark 3-pointer with
28 seconds left and a pair of free throws from Diakite with three
seconds left to seal the win.

- Jordan Nwora led the Cardinals (24-7, 15-5) with 18 points.

KFC YUM! CENTER HAS BEEN TASTY

-Virginia is 6-2 all-time at the KFC Yum! Center, including a pair
of wins at the 2019 NCAA South Regional.

- UVA defeated Oregon (53-49) in the NCAA Sweet Sixteen and
Purdue (80-75 OT) in the NCAA Elite Eight to advance to its first
NCAA Final Four since 1984.

- Louisville ended the Cavaliers’ six-game winning streak at KFC
Yum! Center last season with its 80-73 win.

- Seventeen or more wins for the 10th straight year.

-Thirteen or more ACC wins for the fourth straight year.

- A two-game winning streak vs. the Cardinals.

- Its fifth win vs. the Cardinals in Louisville and seventh at KFC
Yum! Arena.

Head coach Tony Bennett a 12-2 record vs. Louisville.

- Six or more road wins for the fifth straight season.

- Kihei Clark, who has handed out six or more assists in seven
contests, has averaged 9.8 points and team-high 4.6 assists.

- Sam Hauser leads the team in scoring (15.3 ppg) and 3-point-
ers (57), and is second in rebounding (6.7 rpg).

- Hauser is shooting 51 percent from the field, 44.5 percent from
3-point range and 86.1 percent from the foul line.

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VIRGINIA HEAD COACH TONY BENNETT

- Dean and Markel Families Head Men’s Basketball Coach Tony
Bennett has a 293-102 (.742) mark in 12 seasons at Virginia
and 362-135 (.728) career mark in 15 seasons.

+With the Feb. 13 win over North Carolina, Bennett became just
the third coach in ACC men’s basketball history to lead his pro-
gram to 10-straight winning conference seasons, joining Dean
Smith and Mike Krzyzewski.

+In 2018-19, Bennett led the Cavaliers to their first NCAA na-
tional championship, a share of their ninth ACC regular-season
title and school-record 35 wins.

- The three-time National and four-time ACC Coach of the Year led
the Cavaliers to their eighth straight season with 23 or more wins
in 2019-20.

+ Bennett became the 80th active Division | head coach to win
his 300th career game against Marshall on Dec. 31, 2018.

+ Bennett was named the USBWA Henry Iba National Coach of
the Year for the third time in 2018 to rank second all-time be-
hind legendary John Wooden, who captured the award six times.
+He has led UVA to outright ACC regular-season and tournament
championships in the same season two times (2014 and 2018).
- Bennett guided UVA to six straight NCAA Tournament appear-
ances from 2014-19 for the first time in school history and has
led UVA to 29 or more wins in five of the past seven seasons.

+ Bennett is the sixth coach in ACC history to win at least three
outright ACC regular-season titles (Frank McGuire, Vic Bubas,
Dean Smith, Mike Krzyzewski and Roy Williams).

- Bennett has led UVA to a school-best 16 or more ACC wins in
four of the last six seasons and a school-record nine straight
seasons with 11 or more ACC wins.

+He has led UVA to a school-best nine straight 20-win seasons.
- Bennett guided UVA to a school-record 89 wins over three
seasons two times (2014-16,2017-19 & 2018-20).

- Bennett led UVA to nine consecutive postseason appearances
(2012-19) and six consecutive NCAA tournaments (2014-19).

- Bennett led the Cavaliers to 30 wins in back-to-back seasons
two times (2014-2015 and 2018-19).

-UVA is 148-62 (.705) in ACC play (84-21 at home & 64-41
away), 164-29 (.850) at home and 145-40 (.784) in non-
conference action (82-7 at JPJ) under Bennett.

+ Bennett ranks third all-time in winning percentage (.705)
among ACC head coaches with 100 or more ACC regular-season
wins.

TRANSFERS MAKING IMMEDIATE IMPACT

-Transfers Sam Hauser and Trey Murphy lll have made immediate
impacts for the Cavaliers in 2020-21.

- Hauser, who played three seasons at Marquette, leads UVA in
scoring (15.6 ppg) and 3-pointers (57), and second in rebound-
ing (6.7 rpg).

* Hauser has reached double figures in 20 games, including a
season-high 23 points vs. Pitt, 22 points vs. Georgia Tech, 21 vs.
NC State and Syracuse, and 19 points against Towson and Duke.
- Hauser registered three straight double-doubles (13 points &
10 rebounds at Notre Dame, 16 points & 11 rebounds vs. Wake
Forest and 17 points and 10 rebounds at Boston College).

* Hauser leads the ACC in 3-point percentage (44.5%) and has
made 40 of his last 77 3-point attempts (51.4%), including a
career-high tying seven against the Orange.

 Murphy IIl transferred to Virginia from Rice after the 2019-20
season and received his NCAA waiver on Nov. 24.

 Murphy Ill had a game-high 21 points in his UVA debut, record-
ing his eighth career 20-point effort and tying a career-high with
six 3-pointers off the bench.

 Murphy Ill, who has reached double figures in 14 games, led
the Cavaliers with 18 points at Georgia Tech and tied for team
high with 18 at NC State.

 Murphy leads UVA in free throw shooting (91.4%) and 3-point
shooting (45.8%), and is second with 44 3-pointers.

+As of March 4, Jay Huff ranks first in the ACC in field goal
percentage (.585), second in blocked shots (2.5), 12th in
rebounding (7.0) and 18th in scoring (13.3A).
