Coast Conference will play when the Tar Heels
visit Virginia on Saturday at 4 p.m.

e UNC is 20-6 overall and has share of first
place in the ACC with Duke at 12-3. Virginia is
20-7 and third in the conference standings at
11-5.

e The 10th-ranked Tar Heels are playing for

the first time in a week, their longest break
between games since Christmas. Last Saturday,
Carolina beat Virginia Tech, 96-81, in the Smith
Center. Armando Bacot had 25 points and 12
rebounds, RJ Davis had 20 points and five
assists, Harrison Ingram grabbed 17 rebounds
and Cormac Ryan hit four threes in the win.

e The win was Carolina's 20th of the season.
This is the 64th season in which UNC has won
at least 20 games. That is the most 20-win sea-
sons by any ACC team. Duke is second with 58.
e Hubert Davis and Bill Guthridge (1997-2000)
are the only individuals to win 20 or more
games in each of their first three seasons as
UNC head coach.

® The Tar Heels are 6-2 on the road this season,
all of which have been ACC games. Carolina has
won at Pittsburgh, Clemson, NC State, Boston
College, Florida State and Miami.

e Virginia is 14-1 this season in John Paul
Jones Arena, where the Cavaliers have defeated
the Tar Heels eight straight times. Pittsburgh

beat UVA, 74-63, in Charlottesville on February
13.

o UNC-Virginia results, last year's three hox scores
and series notes on pages 7-10.

e Carolina is the top scoring team in the ACC in
all games (82.8) and league play (79.8), while
Virginia allows the fewest points in the league
both overall (58.6) and in ACC games (61.8).

e The Cavaliers and Tar Heels rank one-two in
the league in field goal percentage defense,
while UNC is first by percentage in defending
the three and Virginia is third.

e RJ Davis leads the ACC in scoring at 21.3
points per game and is second in three-pointers
per game (3.2). Davis has made 82 threes in
26 games, which is on pace to set single-season
school records for most threes (105 by Justin
Jackson in 2016-17) and most 3FGs per game
(2.71 by Shammond Williams in 1996-97).

e Davis is ninth in the nation in scoring — third
among players in the ACC, Big East, Big Ten,
Big 12, Pac 12 and SEC.

e Carolina leads the ACC in rebounding. Arman-
do Bacot and Harrison Ingram rank one-two

in all games, while Ingram leads and Bacot is
second in league action. They are the first pair
of Tar Heels to average nine or more rebounds
since John Henson and Tyler Zeller in 2011-12.
e The Tar Heels return to action on Monday,
when they host Miami in the Smith Center at

opponents this season with wins over No. 20
Arkansas, No. 10 Tennessee, No. 7 Oklahoma,
No. 16 Clemson and No. 7 Duke (rankings when
UNC played those teams).

e ESPN ranks UNC'’s strength of record No. 9 in
the country.

e Carolina’s schedule is ranked 12th in the coun-
try by both KenPom and ESPN.

e The Tar Heels are one of eight teams in the
ACC, Big East, Big Ten, Big 12, Pac 12 and SEC
with six or more road wins.

e Among the 39 teams in the country with 20 or
more wins, only Purdue and Kansas have a stron-
ger strength of schedules than UNC per ESPN.

e The Tar Heels are No. 10 in the country in de-
fensive efficiency (94.6 points allowed per 100
possessions) and No. 18 in offensive efficiency
(118.6 points scored per 100 possessions).

e Overall, KenPom ranks UNC No. 10 in the
country.

e From January 6-22 Carolina won seven straight
ACC games by double digits, most since winning
10 straight in 1992-93.

e Carolina’s defense has held ACC opponents to
40.5% from the floor and 28.6% from three-
point range.

e The Tar Heels have held ACC opponents below
70 points in 21 of the last 33 games.

e Carolina has out-rebounded its opponents in
15 straight games and is plus 156 on the boards
in those games, 12 of which were victories.

e The Tar Heels lead the series, 134-62. The
teams played three times last season, each
winning on their respective home court and the
Cavaliers winning the third game in Greensboro
in the ACC Tournament quarterfinals.

e Carolina is 44-38 in Charlottesville. The Cava-
liers have won the last eight games in John Paul
Jones Arena from 2013-23.

e The eight straight games are the most consecu-
tive losses for Carolina at any one arena or at any
opponent's home court. The previous high was
seven at Duke from 1951-56 (played twice at
Duke in the 1951-52 season).

e UNC is 4-8 in John Paul Jones Arena, win-
ning in 2008, 2009, 2011 and 2012. UNC’s
most recent win in Charlottesville came on
2/25/2012. ACC Player of the Year Tyler Zeller
scored a game-high 20 points and John Henson
added 15 points and 11 rebounds.

e Carolina averaged 68.5 points in four wins at
John Paul Jones Arena from 2008-12. The Tar
Heels averaged 54.0 points in the eight losses

e Carolina has held the opponents below 40%
from the floor in 27 of 52 halves and 11 of 26
games this season.

e Carolina has held ACC opponents under 30%
shooting in a half five times.

e Carolina held Pittsburgh, Clemson and NC
State under 60 points on their home courts in
early January, the first time UNC did that in
three straight road wins since 1998-99.

e UNC has held six teams without a fastbreak
point and seven others have scored three or
fewer fastbreak points.

AP POLL NOTES

e Carolina is ranked No. 10 in week 16 in the
Associated Press poll (released February 19).

e |t is the 952nd time the Tar Heels are ranked
in the AP poll, the second most in college bas-
ketball history.

e |t is the 11th time this season and 700th time
(third most all-time) the AP ranked the Tar Heels
in the top 10.

e Carolina has already played the No. 1 (UConn),
5 (Tennessee), 8 (Duke) and 17 (Kentucky)
teams in this week’s AP poll.

e From November 24-December 20, 2023, UNC
played five consecutive non-conference games
against ranked opponents for the first time in
UNC history. The Tar Heels played Arkansas
(20th), Tennessee (10th), UConn (5th),
Kentucky (14th) and Oklahoma (7th).

RJ DAVIS SCORING LEADS THE ACC

e Senior guard RJ Davis has scored 20 or more
points 17 times and leads the ACC in scoring at
21.3 points per game.

¢ Davis is averaging 3.6 assists per game and
has an assist/turnover ratio of 2.3. He is on
pace to finish a season with the highest scoring
average of any ACC player in history who aver-
aged three or more assists per game and have



e Davis scored 20 or more 17 times this season,
including eight straight games from Villanova
through Charleston Southern, the first to accom-
plish that since Hansbrough had a streak of nine
consecutive games in 2008-09.

e Davis' 17 20-point games are the most in a
season by a Tar Heel since Justin Jackson had
19 in 40 games during Carolina's national cham-
pionship winning season in 2016-17.

¢ Davis had 25 points at Miami, his eighth
25-point game this season. Hansbrough had 10
25-point games in 2008-09 and 16 in 2007-08,
when he was the National Player of the Year.

e Davis scored at least 26 points in five straight
games (Arkansas through Kentucky), the first Tar
Heel to do that since Charlie Scott in 1969-70.
e Davis' career scoring average is 14.6, which
equals the ninth-highest by a Tar Heel guard.

BACOT EXTENDS REBOUNDING RECORDS

e Fifth-year grad student Armando Bacot is
Carolina’s all-time leader in rebounds (1,603),
offensive rebounds (551), double-doubles (81)
and games with 10 or more rebounds (89).

e Bacot has five straight double-doubles. The
Duke and Clemson games were his 24th and
25th with at least 20 points and 10 rebounds,
the win over the Canes was his 26th with 15 or
more rebounds and his 25-point, 12-rebound
game vs. Virginia Tech was the seventh of his
career with 25/10.

e The Tar Heels are 5-1 this season and 21-5 in
the last five seasons when Bacot has 20 and 10.
e Bacot has passed Joel Berry I, Bobby Lewis,
Marcus Paige, Walter Davis, Brad Daugherty,
Antawn Jamison, Larry Miller, Charlie Scott, Al
Wood, Lennie Rosenbluth and Sam Perkins this
season to move up to third in UNC career scoring
with 2,188 points. Tyler Hansbrough (2,872)
and Phil Ford (2,220) are the only two Tar Heels
with more.

e Bacot has 13 double-doubles this season and
81 in his career. He is third in ACC history be-
hind only Tim Duncan (87) and Ralph Sampson
(84).

e Bacot is second in ACC rebounds behind only
Wake Forest's Dickie Hemric (1,802).

e Bacot has 81 double-doubles in 158 games
(double-doubles in 51.3% of his games). That
equals Lennie Rosenbluth for the second-highest
percentage by a Tar Heel behind Billy Cunning-
ham.

e Bacot set UNC single-season records in 2021-
22 with 511 rebounds, 31 double-doubles, five
20-rebound games (tied), 32 games with 10 or
more rebounds, rebounds in an NCAA Tourna-
ment and rebounds by a Tar Heel in the Elite 8,
national semifinal and championship games.

e Bacot became the first player in NCAA Tourna-
ment history with six double-doubles in one sea-
son and tied the NCAA single-season record for
double-doubles with 31 (Navy’s David Robinson
also had 31 in 1985-86).

e Bacot shot 66.3% from the free throw line
through his first four seasons. This season, he is
shooting 79.8% from the line (103 for 129). He
leads the Tar Heels and is second in the ACC in
attempts and is second on the team in made free
throws (one behind RJ Davis).

MORE ACCOLADES FOR ARMANDO

e Armando Bacot, the most prolific rebounder in
Carolina Basketball history, has won ACC Player-
of-the-Week and National Player-of-the-Week
honors twice this season.

e Bacot has won the ACC Player of the Week
award eight times in his career, third most by a
Tar Heel.

e Florida State's Leonard Hamilton said: "We had
to fight so hard to defend Bacot that now you
opened up opportunities for (Harrison) Ingram
to get 15 rebounds and those other guys to drive
the basket because we're giving him so much
attention, but that's what great teams do."

THREE ACC PLAYERS OF THE WEEK

e RJ Davis, Armando Bacot and Harrison Ingram
have won ACC Player-of-the-Week honors this
season.

e Davis has won the award three times and Bacot
has won twice.

e This is the first time three Tar Heels won the
award in the same season since 2018-19 (Luke
Maye, Cameron Johnson and Coby White).

e Davis is the first Tar Heel guard to win multiple
ACC Player-of-the-Week honors since Joel Berry
Il was a four-time winner in 2016-17.

6-2 ON THE ROAD

e Carolina is 6-2 on the road this season, all in
ACC play. The Tar Heels held the home teams
under 70 points in each of the first five games,
which were all UNC victories. That was Carolina's
longest streak holding teams to below 70 points
in consecutive ACC road games since 1982.
From 2/11/1980 to 1/23/1982 the Tar Heels
allowed fewer than 70 points in 13 consecutive
ACC road games (10-3 in those games).

e A win at Virginia would be the eighth time
Carolina has won seven or more ACC road games,
the first season since going 7-3 in 2021-22. In
all seven previous seasons when the Tar Heels
won seven or more road games they finished
either first or second in the ACC standings,
including first in five of those seasons.

ARMANDO BACOT had his fifth straight dou-
ble-double and the 81st of his career with 25
points and 12 rebounds in the win over Virginia
Tech. He moved into second in ACC history with
1,603 rebounds.

e The Tar Heels are one of eight teams in the
ACC, Big East, Big Ten, Big 12, Pac 12 and SEC
with at least six road wins.

e The 74-73 loss at Georgia Tech snapped a
streak of seven straight ACC road wins.

e The Tar Heels are 17-11 on the road in the
ACC under Hubert Davis.

e The Tar Heels won their first four ACC road
games this season by 10 or more points. It was
the third time in the last 25 years the Tar Heels
won four straight ACC road games by 10 or more
points (also 2005-06 and 2018-19).

MAKING IT COUNT AT THE STRIPE

e The Tar Heels are 11th in the country with
18.0 free throws made per game.

e Carolina is 8-1 this season when it makes

at least 20 free throws in a game (only loss to
Kentucky).

e The Tar Heels are 9-1 when they make at least
80% from the free throw line this season (only
loss was at Syracuse when UNC made nine of

11 but the 11 attempts were a season low). That
includes the win over Virginia Tech when the Tar
Heels converted 19 of 23 from the line (82.6%).
e The Tar Heels are shooting 75.4% from the
line this season, one of eight seasons in school
history UNC has shot 75% or better from the
line.

e RJ Davis (90.4%), Cormac Ryan (87.3%) and
Armando Bacot (79.8%) are all shooting ca-
reer-high percentages from the line this season.
e Davis led the ACC in free throw percentage last
season and is second this year behind Clemson's
Joseph Girard Il (who is fourth in ACC history).
Davis was 8 for 8 from the line at Miami, the
fifth time in his career he made 8 for 8 from the
line or better (third time this season).



HARRISON INGRAM leads the ACC in rebounding
in conference games and is second in all games.
He has 13 or more rebounds in six of the last
nine games.

ACC LEADERS

e Carolina leads the ACC in scoring and is 21st
in the country at 82.8 points per game. The Tar
Heels are second in the ACC behind Duke and
are 28th nationally in scoring margin at 11.4 per
game.

e UNC has led the ACC in scoring 20 times,
most recently in 2018-19.

e Carolina is 12-2 this season and 39-5 in
Hubert Davis' three seasons as head coach when
it scores 80 or more points.

¢ RJ Davis and Armando Bacot lead the ACC in
scoring and rebounding, respectively. The last
time two different Tar Heels led the ACC in those
categories was 2003-04 (Rashad McCants in
scoring, Sean May in rebounding).

e The last time one Tar Heel averaged 20 points
and another 10 rebounds was 1967-68, when
Larry Miller averaged 22.4 points and Rusty
Clark averaged 11.1 rebounds in leading Caroli-
na to an ACC title and the Final Four.

TAR HEELS NO. 1 ON THE BOARDS

e Carolina leads the ACC in rebounding (41.1
per game), offensive rebounds (12.4 per game)
and rebound margin (+7.0 per game).

¢ Nationally, the Tar Heels are ninth in rebounds,
22nd in rebound margin and 46th in offensive
boards.

e Carolina has averaged 40 or more rebounds in
14 of the previous 17 seasons.

e UNC has outrebounded the opponent in each
of the last 15 games by a combined 156, an av-
erage of 10.4 per game. The Tar Heels are 12-3
in those games.

e Beginning in Dean Smith's first season as
head coach, the Tar Heels have won 83.7%
(1193-233) of their games when they have more
rebounds.

BACOT, INGRAM CLEANING THE GLASS

e Armando Bacot, the most prolific rebounder in
UNC history, and second in ACC history, has five
straight games with double-digit rebounds for
the first time this season (10 vs. Duke, 13 vs.
Clemson, 15 vs. Miami, 10 at Syracuse, 12 vs.
Virginia Tech).

e Bacot has 18 offensive rebounds in the last
five games.

e Bacot leads the ACC in rebound average in all
games at 10.3 per game and is second in ACC
games behind his teammate, Harrison Ingram,
with 10.1 per game.

e Bacot also led the ACC in rebound average in
2021-22 and 2022-23. The only Tar Heel to
lead the ACC three times is Billy Cunningham,
who did from 1962-65.

e [ngram leads the ACC in rebounding in league
games, where he is averaging 11.1 per game,
and is fourth in all games with a career-high 9.1
per game.

e This would be the first time two Tar Heels
averaged 9.0 or more rebounds since 2011-12,
when John Henson and Tyler Zeller averaged 9.9
and 9.6, respectively, in all games.

e Bacot and Ingram have 47.3% of Carolina's
rebounds, the highest percentage of UNC's total
by two players since 1975-76, when Mitch
Kupchak and Tom LaGarde combined for 49.4%
of the team's rebounds.

e Prior to January 2, 2024, Ingram had played
77 collegiate games and never had more than
11 rebounds. In the 14 games since the start of
January, Ingram has 13 or more rebounds eight
times.

e [ngram had 17 rebounds in Carolina's win
Saturday over the Hokies. The 6-7 junior has
109 rebounds in the last nine games (12.1 per),
including 13 or more in six of those nine games.
e [ngram has 10 or more rebounds 12 times in
26 games this season, including 10 of UNC's
last 14 games. He had six double-figure re-
bounding games in 65 games at Stanford.

e He set a career high with 15 at Pittsburgh on
January 2, then broke that mark eight nights
later with 19 at NC State. He also had 17 at
Florida State and 17 vs. Virginia Tech.

e [ngram’s 19 rebounds at NC State were the
most ever by a Tar Heel in 245 games against
the Wolfpack. Billy Cunningham had 18 in 1965
and Armando Bacot pulled down 18 twice.

INGRAM'S ALL-AROUND IMPACT

e Harrison Ingram says his versatility is his best
basketball trait. It shows in his stat line.

e The 6-7 forward from Dallas leads the team

in steals (36), is second in three-pointers

(48), three-point percentage (.407), offensive
rebounds (69), rebounds (237) and rebound
average (9.1) and is third in scoring (12.5) and
assists (58).

e [ngram has the highest rebounding average by
a Tar Heel not taller than 6-7 since Larry Miller
in 1967 (Miller was 6-3 and averaged 9.3)

e [ngram has six double-doubles in the last

nine games. He earned his ninth double-double
against Virginia Tech, reaching double figures in
points (11) and rebounds (17) by halftime.

® He was sensational on both ends of the court
in the win over Duke, for which he was named
ACC Player of the Week. He scored a season-high
21 points, made a career-high five threes, tied
his career high with eight field goals, grabbed a
game-high 13 rebounds and tied his career high
with four steals.

e [ngram joined George Lynch (1993 NCAA East
Region final vs. Cincinnati) as the only Tar Heels
ever to have at least 20 points, 13 rebounds and
four steals in a game (and Lynch did not attempt
a three-pointer in that game).

e [ngram joined Reggie Bullock as the only Tar
Heels with five 3FGs and 13 rebounds in a game
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(Bullock vs. NC State in 2013). Ingram, Bullock,
Brady Manek, Joseph Forte and Cole Anthony are
the only Tar Heels to make five threes and have
10 or more rebounds in a game.

e He hit two early threes at Florida State; banked
in a two-pointer and drained a three from the
wing that helped preserve UNC's lead down the
stretch at Boston College; made key threes early
in the win over Tennessee; hit a late-clock shot
to help beat Oklahoma; and sank a clutch three
late in the win at Clemson.

e [ngram made a career-high three 3FGs seven
times during his two seasons at Stanford. He

has made at least three eight times this season,
including 5 of 9 vs. Duke, 4 vs. UNI, Villanova
and Tennessee, and three vs. UConn, Charleston
Southern, at Florida State and Clemson.

ELLIOT ON POINT

e Freshman guard Elliot Cadeau combined for
17 assists in the two-game road trip at Miami
and Syracuse. He had a season-high in assists in
ACC play in each of those two games.

e He scored a season-high 19 points and had
eight assists in the win at Miami, then added an-
other nine assists, often positioned in the middle
of the zone, at Syracuse.

e Cadeau has 104 assists and 46 turnovers. He
is the 11th Tar Heel freshman with 100 or more
assists in a season and has the fourth-highest
assist/turnover ration (2.3) among those 11
players.

e Cadeau was plus 20 in the first half against
Virginia Tech, leading the Tar Heels to 50 points
and an 11-point advantage. Cadeau finished the
game plus 19, the fourth time in the last seven
games the freshman led UNC in plus/minus.

e Cadeau and RJ Davis have positive plus/minus-
es in 23 of UNC's 26 games, most on the team.
e UNC is 13-2 when Cadeau's plus/minus is +10
or better.

TAKING CARE OF THE BALL

e Carolina has more assists than turnovers in 18
of 26 games (69.2% of the games). Last year,
UNC had more assists than turnovers in 15 of
33 games (45.5%).

e UNC is 12-1 when it scores more points off
turnovers than its opponents and 8-4 when the
opponents score more points off turnovers.

e The Tar Heels are committing 10.5 turnovers
per game. UNC'’s record low average for a season
is 10.8 in 2015-16 and 2022-23.

e Carolina has committed fewer than 10 turn-
overs 11 times this year and is 9-2 in those
games (losses to UConn and Clemson).

NOVEMBER SIGNEES

e Carolina signed three players in the November
high school signing period: James Brown of Auro-
ra, Ill. (Link Prep in Branson, Mo.), lan Jackson
of Bronx, N.Y. (Our Saviour Lutheran) and Drake
Powell of Pittsboro, N.C. (Northwood).

e Jackson and Powell were named to the McDon-
ald's All-America game.



HEAD COACH HUBERT DAVIS

e Hubert Davis is in his third season as head coach at his alma mater
and his 12th season on the Tar Heel coaching staff.

e Davis, 53 (turns 54 on May 17, 2024), led the Tar Heels to the 2022
NCAA East Regional championship, a win over Duke in a historic Final Four
matchup and a berth in the national championship game in his first season
as a head coach. The 1992 graduate of the University of North Carolina
received two National Coach-of-the-Year awards as UNC won 17 of its last
21 games and came within a few possessions of securing the program’s
seventh NCAA Tournament title.

e |n 2022-23, Davis joined Ben Carnevale and Bill Guthridge as the
only Tar Heel head coaches to win 20 or more games in each of their first
two seasons. He has compiled a 49-23 record in two seasons, including
26-14 in regular-season ACC play.

e Davis was named the 20th head coach of the UNC men'’s basketball
program on April 5, 2021. He became the fourth former Tar Heel player
to become UNC's head coach and the first Black head coach in Carolina
men’s basketball history.

e Davis played for Dean Smith at Carolina from 1988-92 and was an
assistant coach on Roy Williams’ staff from 2012-21. He played a key
role coaching, recruiting and scouting and was the head coach of the UNC
junior varsity program for six seasons from 2013-19.

e Davis led the Tar Heels to a 29-10 record in his rookie season as head
coach. UNC went 15-5 in the ACC to tie Notre Dame for second place,
just a game out of first. The Tar Heels went 7-3 on the road in league play,
including five straight victories at Clemson, Louisville, Virginia Tech, NC
State and fourth-ranked Duke when UNC won 11 of 13 games to conclude
the regular season.

e The 29 wins were the second most by an individual in his first season
as Carolina’s head coach and equaled the 10th most in NCAA history for a
first-year head coach.

e The Tar Heels closed the regular season scoring 55 second-half points
in a 94-81 win at Duke in Mike Krzyzewski’s final game at Cameron Indoor
Stadium.

e Carolina trailed UCLA with two minutes left in the Sweet 16 but went
on an 8-0 run to beat the Bruins and overpowered Saint Peter’s, 69-49, in
the regional final to send the Tar Heels to a 21st Final Four.

e Davis became just the second individual to play for and serve as head
coach of the same school in Final Four history; the fourth to take his team
to the national championship game in his first season as a head coach; the
seventh to play in and be a head coach in the Final Four; and the 10th to
lead his team to the Final Four in his first season as a head coach.

e The Tar Heels defeated Duke, 81-77, in the national semifinals, the
first time the two great rivals ever played in the NCAA Tournament. The
game featured a dozen ties and 18 lead changes, 13 of which came in the
second half.

e Davis led Carolina to wins in March and April over the No. 4 (twice),
No. 9 and No. 11-ranked teams in the AP poll. He won the Big House
Gaines Award (National Sports Media Association) and John McLendon
Award (Collegelnsider.com) as National Coach of the Year.

e In nine seasons on the bench with Williams, the Tar Heels played
in eight NCAA Tournaments, advanced to the Final Four and national

championship games in 2016 and 2017
and won the NCAA title in 2017. The Tar
Heels went 228-95, including 107-60 in
Atlantic Coast Conference regular-season
play, winning the regular-season ACC title
in 2016, 2017 and 2019 and the ACC
Tournament title in 2016.

e Davis coached 15 players who have
played in the NBA, including 11 first-
round draft picks — Cole Anthony, Tony
Bradley, Reggie Bullock, P.J. Hairston,
Justin Jackson, Brice Johnson, Cameron
Johnson, Walker Kessler, Nassir Little,
Day’Ron Sharpe and Coby White.

e Prior to beginning his coaching career, Davis worked for seven years
with ESPN as an analyst and co-host of the College GameDay program.

e Born in Winston-Salem, N.C., Davis grew up in Burke, Va., where he
attended Lake Braddock High School, the same high school UNC and US
Soccer star Mia Hamm attended. Davis was a high school football team-
mate of future Olympic hurdles gold medalist Allen Johnson.

e Davis played in 137 games as a Tar Heel from 1988-92, during which
time UNC went 102-37, won the 1989 and 1991 ACC Tournaments and
played in the 1991 Final Four. He scored 1,615 points, an average of 11.8
per game. He still holds the UNC record for career three-point percentage
at .435 (197 of 453). He scored in double figures 80 times with 23 games
scoring 20 or more points.

e Davis averaged 21.4 points and earned second-team All-ACC honors
as a senior. He scored in double figures in 32 of 33 games that season,
including 20 games with 20 or more points and 30 or more in four games.
He netted a career-high 35 points at Duke on March 8, 1992.

e The New York Knicks selected Davis with the 20th pick in the first
round of the 1992 NBA Draft. He played 12 seasons in the NBA, scoring
5,583 points, an average of 8.2 per contest. He made 728 three-point
field goals and enters the 2023-24 season second in NBA history in career
three-point percentage at .441.

e Davis averaged double-figure scoring in four different seasons — a
career-high 11.1 with Dallas in 1997-98 and with the Knicks in 1993-94
(11.0), 1994-95 (10.0) and 1995-96 (10.7).

e He shot 40 percent or better from three-point range in eight seasons,
including 1999-2000, when he led the NBA with a career-best 49.1 per-
cent as a Maverick.

e Davis played for NBA head coaches Pat Riley, Don Nelson, Jim
Cleamons, Leonard Hamilton, Doug Collins, Rick Carlisle and Larry Brown.
His NBA teammates included Anthony, Chauncey Billups, Ewing, Michael
Finley, Richard Hamilton, Michael Jordan, Jason Kidd, Steve Nash, Dirk
Nowitzki and Rivers.

e Hubert’s uncle, Walter, starred at UNC from 1973-77 and was a five-
time NBA All-Star. He was the NBA Rookie of the Year in 1978 with the
Phoenix Suns, who retired his jersey number.

e Davis graduated from UNC in 1992 with a degree in criminal justice.
He and his wife, Leslie, have three children — Elijah, Gracie and Micah.
